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Conclusion: People’s happiness
depends on the happiness of others
with whom they are connected. This
orovides further justification for seeing
nappiness, like health, as a collective
ohenomenon.
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“You may not know him personally,
but your friend’s husband’s coworker
can make you fat. And your sister’s
friend’s boyfriend can make you thin.
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If you vote, then it increases the
likelihood that your friend’s friend will
also vote....Instead of each of us
having only one vote, we effectively
have several and therefore much

more likely to influence the

outcome.
